Arriving as itôs Senior Pastor in 1987 at the height of the AIDS crisis 

and at the height of a recession under his leadership, the church has 

grown from 350 to over 3900 members today (the worldôs largest 

LGBT congregation.)   

 He is not only a gifted and much sought after preacher, but a 

visionary as well.  In 1999, the Cathedral of Hope aired, on WGN, the 

first nationally broadcast lesbian and gay-themed infomercial, written 

and produced by Rev. Piazza called  ñA Cathedral of Hope.ò  He told 

the New York Times, ñWe wanted mostly to reach out to the lesbian 

and gay teenagers but also people living in rural areas, to tell 

them é you can be gay and Christian;  é you are a child of Godò 

 Reverend Piazzaôs latest book is on sale in the foyer of the 

church and fellowship hall.
